1. Turn off the power and make sure the installation point can burden the weight of the lamp.
2. This luminaire must be installed in accordance with the NEC or your local electrical code.
3. Make sure the lamp is securely installed to prevent �xture from falling off
4. Make certain to properly connect ground wire.
5. Do not use the lamp in the area with aggressive gas.
6. Product failures caused by modi�cations or improper installation are not protected by the warranty.
 

Step 2: Lift the 4 buckles on the back of the panel up by 90° then bend the top part of 
the buckles 90° towards the direction where you can anchor the light fixture to the T-bar.

Step 3: Place the driver on top of the lighting fixture in the back. Connect the cable
between the driver and the lighting fixture. Open the driver’s junction box and connect 
the AC wire to the driver correctly (L=black & N=white)

Step 1: Make sure of all the power is off before installing. Remove the one ceiling tile 
that you need to install light fixture on. Then place the light fixture on the T-bar carefully 
and make sure it is correctly in place and secure.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTION

Warning:

Make sure all the power is off before installation.

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CLEANING / MAINTENANCE / TROUBLESHOOTING

CAUTION: 
Be sure the �xture temperature is cool enough to touch. Do not clean or maintain while the �xture is energized.
1. Make sure the power has been turned off before maintenance.
2. Clean the lens cover regularly to maintain high transmission of light.
3. Clean up the dust from the re�ector and heat sink regularly to keep sound heat dispersion
4. Be careful not to use water or corrosive solution for cleaning, preferably with a dry cloth.
5. Do not cover anything on the lamp which is harmful for heat sink.

TROUBLESHOOTING
1. Check that the line voltage at the �xture is correct.Refer to wiring directions.
2. Is the �xture grounded properly?
